Dear	Parents	

I	take	this	opportunity	to	welcome	all	students	and	their	families	to	Villanova	College	for	the	
commencement	of	the	2018	year.	The	following	letter	contains	information	regarding	the	up-coming	
AFL	season	of	the	AIC	competition.	

On	behalf	of	Matthew	Conlan	(Year	6	Coach)	and	myself	(Year	5	Coach	and	AFL	Co-ordinator),	I	
would	like	to	acknowledge	our	excitement	and	eagerness	to	get	the	season	underway.	The	first	trial	
game	for	the	boys	will	be	an	internal	trial	held	on	Saturday	27	January	2018	and	teams	will	comprise	
players	from	the	two	existing	squads.

• Uniform:		Boys	are	to	wear	their	PE	uniforms	to	the	game	and	are	to	bring	a	jersey	or	an	old	

shirt	to	wear	during	the	trial.	

Note:		Boys	must	wear	mouthguards	and	have	a	water	bottle.	Boots	are	optional	for	the	trial	but	are	
highly	recommended.		

Currently	we	have	27	players	in	the	Year	5	squad	and	32	players	in	the	Year	6	squad.	As	per	AIC	AFL	
by-laws,	each	school	is	only	permitted	to	have	30	listed	players.	As	a	result,	the	internal	trial	held	on	
27	January	will	be	the	last	opportunity	for	boys	to	demonstrate	their	skills,	as	after	this	trial	player	
numbers	will	be	reduced.		The	final	team	lists	will	be	published	on	the	College	website	and	on	notice	
boards	throughout	the	Junior	School	by	Monday	of	Week	2,	ready	for	the	first	training	session	on	
Tuesday,	30	January	2018.	

If	your	son	does	not	make	an	AFL	team	in	2018,	he	is	more	than	welcome	to	play	cricket,	as	we	are	
keen	to	ensure	all	students	have	the	opportunity	to	represent	Villanova	in	Term	1	sport.

Please	be	aware	that	
the	AFL	jersey	is	for	hire	only.	These	jerseys	will	be	distributed	to	all	players	during	Week	2	before	
Round	1	of	competition.	A	hire	cost	of	$15	will	be	charge	to	your	son’s	school	fee	account.	This	
jersey	is	on	loan	to	the	players	for	the	duration	of	the	season	and	will	be	required	to	be	returned	at	
the	completion	of	the	final	fixtures.	If	the	jersey	is	lost	or	damaged,	it	will	need	to	be	replaced	at	the	
expense	of	the	family	

Parents	are	most	welcome	to	attend	training	and	game	days	and	it	would	be	appreciated	if	parents	
volunteered	to	assist	with	small	jobs	on	game	day	and	at	training.		However,	Mr	Conlan,	two	AFLQ	
coaches	and	myself	will	provide	the	overall	coaching	to	ensure	equality	amongst	the	squads.
